The Hisgrove Family

Joseph Hisgrove
Born 1836
Left Bristol, UK on the 1st August 1853 on the barque ‘Cotfield’ arriving into Port Adelaide on the 1st December 1853.
Died 25th May 1917 South Australia.
Married Margaret Hisgrove (born Kelly) on 14th Jan 1857 at the dwelling place of John Fisher, at Truro, South Australia.
Their first child, Sarah Jane was born on 30th January 1958 in Truro. The couple had 18 children (including 2 sets of twins), some of the children were un registered.  Of the 18, 9 died young.   The last child, John Farina was born on 16th December 1879.
Over the years the family lived at the Prince Alfred Mine, then to Sliding Rock Mine, then Mt Lyndhurst and then onto Farina.
After Farina was surveyed at proclaimed a town in 1878, Joseph Bought lot 429 in 1878 where he was listed as a Teamster and then in 1879 he bought lots 29, 366, 383,430.  He also was working a Butcher (as noted in the Land Title for Lot 29 - CT306/122).
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Joseph latter sold Lot 430 (CT_297_245) to in son in law Charles Adam.  Charles was the head stockman at Cordillo Downs.  In May 1889, Joseph his daughter Charlotte and Charles Adam all travelled to Birdsville.  It is thought that Charlotte and Charles intended to be married in Birdsville.  However, they could not to do so as the town is in Queensland and they did not meet the required ‘residency’ period to be married there.
Charlotte and Charles Adams were married on 5th July 1889 in Innamincka.  They remained at Cordillo Downs Station until 1897.
For the birth of there first 2 children, Charlotte travelled from Cordillo Downs to Farina.  Both trips she described at ‘terrible journeys’.  For the first hundred miles it was necessary to go by buggy to Innamincka, then by Passenger/Mail coach to Farina.
Joseph established a Butchering business in Farina. He later sold his butchering business and bought 3 teams of bullocks to take stores and equipment to outlaying stations. These round trips would take from six weeks to 6 months.
He was granted the Slaughtering License between 1881-1884.
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Anna (Born 25th March 1878) is buried in the Farina Cemetery.
Joseph and Margaret’s last child John Farina Hisgrove was born in 16th December 1879 and died 9 December  1880 and is also buried in the Farina Cemetery.
Interesting reading, listing names of people from Farina in 1887 including Mrs Margaret Hisgrove.  Anne Craig is buried in the Farina cemetery as well as your husband.
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In 1892 Joseph dismantled the below house in Farina (lot 429) and transferred it via bullock wagons and rebuilt it at Beltana.
Joseph transferred the land to Elizabeth, but she never returned to Farina to live, as the town was declining.
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Mary Ann Pedlar was the eldest daughter of Sarah Jane Pedlar and eldest grand daughter of Joseph and Margaret Hisgrove, married William Arthur Dawes on 11 August 1892 in Broken Hill when he was 28 years old. They had eight children in 12 years.

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SUICIDE BY POISONING AT
FARINA,

An inquest was ‘held in McDonald's
Aspercbly-room, Farina, on Saturday, Macch
B, on the body of Anne Craig, who committed
suitide on the previous day by taki
strychmine. Mr. Bryant was coroner an
M. G. Pilkington foreman of the jury.

Andrew Craig, busband of deceased, de-
ro«d-On Friday m!g wife was taken ill,
Five days previously she had been drinking a
little too much, and she had a bottle of bad
whitky two days before her death, Took
two or three nobblers myself out of the
bettle, ‘Tom Mills also had a small nobbler,
apd be has been complaining ever since of the
a4 efiects of it. On comiog home yesterday
wy daughter told me her mother had drunk
the remainder of the whisky. Went to see her
in bed, and noticed something strange about
ber eyes, Asked her what she been doing,
she being in & very excitable state, and she
€238 ** Andrew, I have done it, I have poisoned
mysell.” Told her she was gammouing, sad
aha told me to look at the cupbuard, Looked
and found the botsle labelled **Strychnine.”
Told Mr, Dittmar to take possession of it,
Ske said she was sorry for it, and gave me a
Savinge Bank pass-book, Had only seen the
beok once, and never opened it till yesterday,
Shesad she had a few words with Agaes, my
deughter, and she did not know what she was
doing. She bade me farewell, and I thought
sk was in fun. She died at 10 minutes to 10
g;n. To the best of my knowledge she got the

ink from John Napier. She must have
been getting gg in small quantities for four
or five days, bad_strychuine in her pos-
wesnion for seven or eight yeare, and she did
mod use it for any other purpose to the best of
wy knowledge,  Enquired of the pablicans,
and was informed she had not been supplied
with any liquor by them. The whisky had no
«Hect on me, Think she took about a (uarter
of a tesspoonful of strychmine, Think her ill-
wese affected ber mind, - -
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:%nn Craig, daughter of the deceascd, de-
pored—When getting up on Thursdsy morning
motber had a little too mach to drink, snd I

She
kept asking me for the grog, but refused to
give it her. In the evening gave her anobbler,
and she gave me mo peace till I gave her
another, 1%d not hear her during the night,
but abe awoke me at daylight to give
ber another nobbler, Did s0; after father went
out she asked for another, but complained and
eaid ehe was not to have it, Alterwards gave
it her, and said there was only one nobbler
left, She asked me for that one and promisei
to straighten herself up, Told father when he
camse home, and he eaid he wonld stay home
for the afternoon, This was yesterdsy. She
aeked for a cup of tea befcre dinper and [ gava
it her. The mext thing she told me was she
bad_ taken choine, She wished father
good bye, and told him she had taken it,
Naw the bottle produced on the floor. Do not
know where mother got the whitky from, She
went to bed, and 1 went for Mrs, Hisgrove,
Father sent for the police directly after we
knew mother had poigon, Mother had
Leen drinking for about a week. Wedo not
keep drink m the house, and think she got it
outride. She was under the mflence of drink
on the morning of the Jth, Have seen her
worte than she was this time. Had seen the
bottle of strychrine once or twice, Dezeased
never threatened to take her life to my koow-
e. She kept the poi: between the
Miasses of the bed. Think she was out of
mind when she took it, She was not veiy
healthy, and sutfered very much ever sincs [
can remember.
Thomas Mills corroborated.
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Margaret Hisgrove, wifeof Joseph Hisgrove,
said she was called by Miee Craig, who said
her mother had taken poison, Went to the
bonee and found her lying down quietly,
Acked her if it was true she had taken poison,
snd he snid she had, Asked her what made
kerdoit, She maid, “Ido not know.” She
felt very weak, and said, * For God’s sake
atop with me.” tiave heran emetic of mustard,
u)tud water. She vomited, and was sick
up till 3 o’clock.  Gave her nothine else. Con-
vulsions then eet in, and lasted till she died at
abont 10 o'clock. Was present the whole
time. Had known deceased about 12 or 13

. She did not usually drink heavily,
gho had been a great eufforer as long as
wittess had koown ber. Thonght her
complaint affected her mind, but had never
hesrd her may she would take her own life,
She enid she was very morry, that she had a
good husband, and did not blame anycne,

Ronald Ewen McDonald, storekeeper, said
Le was present at deceased’s house at about 5
o'clock on Fridsy afternoon. Administered

m according to instructions received by
wire from Dr. Bruehl, giving her about )
drope, My, Craig was witness to it. About
K30 gave her 20 drops more, Shortly after
that left and told them to be sure and give
her 20 drops more at . Mr, Ahernethy
compared his watch wi mine, Hoturned
about 10,80, when he heard she was dead.

Pavid Dittmar, mounted constable, said he
was called in to see deceased, and found her in
bed, Asked her if she had taken poison, and
the replied that she had, and stated she had
taken about a quarter of a teaspoonful in
water. Aeked her remson for it; she replied
*1 had & few words with my daughter this
morning.” She also said she had no other
reason, was sorry for doing it. Then went
inte_the sitting-room and found a bottle
Iabelled strychnine, & quantity of which was
on the floor. Asked the women pressat to
give her a powerful emetic, comsisting of
mustard, salt, ard warm water, which they
did, and she vomited .

The coroner having summed up the jury
