3. According to the records held by this office, SX8421 Private William Morrice Colbert Finn
was one of almost 2000Australian Prisoners Of War transferred from Changi POW camp in
Malaya to Sandakan in Borneo. All but six (all escapees) were to die as a result of the vicious
treatment of the Japanese either in the camp or on the infamous ‘Sandakan Death March’.
